MECHANICAL

1. Mount transducer via the 4 mounting

holes to a flat solid surface.

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Changing Calibrated Range

i. Remove caplugs to reveal zero and span trimpots
ii. Extend measuring cable to 0 VDC position and adjust zero pot.

iii. Extend measuring cable to 10 VDC (or 5 VDC) position and adjust span pot
iv. Repeat steps ii and iii.

v. Replace plugs.
